▪ Problem:

▪ Worldwide disasters kill 

almost 100,000 people and 

can displace more than 

200 million

▪ Severely impacted places 

are often missing from 

maps

▪ What is Missing Maps?

▪ Project that encourages 

volunteers to map missing 

areas

MAPathons - Missing Maps

▪ Event where volunteers can gather to map certain 
regions

▪ One of the easiest events to hold online

▪ Helpful to have a 1-2 hour session to teach 

attendees how to map; second half with volunteers 
mapping on their own

▪ Most regions require specific Missing Maps training 

before hosting a MAPathon
